AS Literature Conferences on Shelley’s Frankenstein – Thursday 1 March 2012 and The 
Poetry of WB Yeats – Friday 16 March 2012 
 
I am pleased to announce that two, one day conferences on Shelley’s Frankenstein and The 
Poetry of WB Yeats are to be held on Thursday 1 and Friday 16 March in Central London.  
 
The days are sure to be helpful for the AS examination in June and the lectures are on topics 
such as: Women’s Roles in the World of Frankenstein, the Place of Frankenstein in Gothic 
Literature, History and Myth in Yeats and W.B. Yeats: Poet, Prophet, Magician. The lecturers 
hail from universities such as: Oxford, Durham and The Open University. 
 
The total cost of the trips is £54.00 and payment must be received by no later than Friday 10 
February 2012. To make your payment, login to your son’s/daughter’s account on the 
ParentPay website (www.parentpay.com) and under the items for payment select ‘AS Literature 
Conferences’ by ticking the box to the left of the item and then click on ‘continue’ and follow the 
payment instructions.

The Frankenstein lectures will be held at Lower Hall, City Temple, Holborn Viaduct and the 
lectures on WB Yeats will be held at Kennedy Hall, Cecil Sharpe House, 2 Regents Park Road 
NW1 7AY. Students will be expected to make their own way to and from London Waterloo 
station.  I will meet your son/daughter under the clock at Waterloo at 10.00am and accompany 
them to the conference venues.  I will then accompany them back to Waterloo at the end of the 
conferences, where I will dismiss them.  However, if you are happy for your son/daughter to 
make their own way home from the conference hall then please put this in writing to me before 
the day of the trip.  Students will need to bring a packed lunch or money to buy refreshments 
there.  If you have any questions about these conferences please contact me.
